Minutes of meeting of Building and Grounds Committee,

November 17, 2006

Mrs. Carpenter called the meeting to order at 9:00 AM.  There were eight committee members present; Larry Bisbee, Gail Carpenter, John Dalton, Nelson Hubbell, Walt Milko, John Mosser, Ken Nagel, and Janet Tyler.  Absent were, Sibby O’Brien, Ron Rupp and Sally White.  A quorum was present.  Rich Shirar, Manager, was present as well as about ten Association members.  

Mr. Shirar presented the Manager’s Report.  A copy is attached.  He also mentioned that he had revised and updated our “Hurricane & Disaster emergency preparedness plan” to comply with recent legislative changes.  We are in compliance except that we must replace one generator fuel tank that is undersized.  The tank has been ordered. 

Mrs. Carpenter reported on landscaping items.  The annual flowers have been planted and some perennials were planted at the driveway entrances.  Mr. Nagel asked if some concrete edging could be installed near the courtyard entrance to the South building to prevent mulch and soil washout.  Rich said he would take care of it.

Mr. Papierniak asked if we would have firm costs for painting and concrete restoration in 2007.  Mr. Dalton indicated that we would have firm bids on the painting.  In the past the concrete work was bid on a “time and materials” basis, however we could try to get at least an estimate of the concrete restoration costs.

Mr. Dalton indicated that the Board had promised to address the question of replacing the pool house roof in November 2006.  He suggested that, as was done with the seawall fence, it would be appropriate for interested owners to present the Board with a petition to put the replacement and enhancement of the roof question on the ballot for the January, 2007 annual meeting.  Our documents require that such a petition have 10% of unit owners’ signatures.  That would be at least 18 signatures.  Mr. Nagel said that he would circulate a petition. 

Mr. Platt asked if the owners were going to be notified of the need to replace their old smoke detectors and have their breaker panels inspected.  Mr. Dalton and Mr. Shirar said that the notice about the smoke detectors, prepared by Mr. Platt (copy attached), would go out with the annual notice information. There was a discussion of the breaker panels.  Mr. Bisbee said that he was looking into a possible recall of at least some of our panels.

The defibrillator was discussed.  It was purchased last spring and needs to be installed.  It was decided to attach it to the wall outside the office near the emergency phone.

The meeting adjourned at approximately 11:00 AM
